Sophie Bradley (Y12) has been selected in a NZ schoolgirls football team to compete in the Dallas International Girls
Cup, April 17 - 21, 2019 in Texas. Here more than 130 of the most competitive girls teams from all around the world will gather
for this competition. In the past, top teams from Sweden, Colombia, Ireland, Mexico, Denmark, Norway, Finland, Spain,
Germany, Netherlands, Australia, England and Canada have participated! 60% of participating teams in 2018 were ECNL or
international teams.

Almost 100 college coaches in the U.S. will be in attendance, representing over 70 universities nationwide.
